In 1999, local Ratarian Noel Baker and his wif e Janis donated 45 hectares of land to build a homefor Moira and the
Foundation's children. Rotary District 9790 was instrumental in building a 100 square home. This was opened by John
Landy, AC MBE Governor of Victoriain November 2001 The Foundation records its grateful thanks to the financial and
in-kind generosity of Rotarians, suppliers, individuals, andv olunteers who built this special place.

At the end of 2005, the Foundation purchased an Emergency Accommodation House in North Melbourne. The House is
a short walk to the Roy al Children's Hospital and provides ov ernight accommodation for children and carers during
treatment. The Foundation also conducts its administrationfrom this location.

The Foundation's mission is to transform the lives of children who need us most by giving hope, exceptional care and
pathways to a brighterfuture. To achieve this the Foundation operates two programs, Miracle sMiles and Between the

Gaps, andis involved in geCHO (getting Every Child's Heart Okay).

Through these programs we aim to:

Provide seriously injured or unwell childrenfrom developing countries with the opportunity to hav e lif e saving/life
changing surgery

Provide respite and a compassionate environment for children undergoing surgery or medical treatment and other
children in need, and their care

Provide ancillary medical assistance to disadvantaged children

Offer disadv antaged children experiences that will enrich their lives
Link v isiting children to their communities in Australia so that they can maintain their cultural identity during their stay

1300 hungry bike riders?

You start with 109 dozen eggs (double yolks of
course), 162 bags of bread rolls, 1300 rashers of
bacon, 7 big BBQs and 20 Rotarians... that's how.

At 5:00 am on Monday November 29th, in the Euroa
Showgrounds, 20 Rotarians and partners fired up their
BBQ's to cook breakfast for approximately 1300 of the
5000 riders who were taking part in the Great Victorian
Bike Ride (GVBR).

Breakfast was served between 6:00 and 8:30am
with each rider enjoying a bacon and egg roll.

Some Euroa residents recently made up the
majority of a working party who flew to Cambodia
on October 10 to take part in a house building
project for families in need.

Many of the group are members or partners of
members of the local Rotary Club and the work was
organized through The Tabitha Foundation.

The dub raised and committed $20,000 to build 12
houses for Cambodian families in need. The money
also stretched to purchase the construction of 43
wells, each well to be shared by 5 families.

The group took along 7 set of tools kindly donated and
organized by Hunter Rural, Euroa and other community
members. The saws, hammers, tin snips etc were used
for the building and then left behind for the Tabitha
Foundation to use for other projects.

The Tabitha Foundation reports, "Most families
participating in the Family Development Program are
able to eventually save enough money to buy land and
the materials to build a house.
